Let’s get rid of the phrase “my family consists of ...” and look at some more interesting
ways to talk about families. English is rich in idioms to talk about family life. Well, for example
the black sheep of the family — that’s someone who didn’t fit in, or caused a family scandal. If
you are loyal to your family, you can say “Blood is thicker than water” or “Keep it in family”.
You might have your father’s eyes or your mother’s nose. If you’re like one of your parents, you
can say “Like father, like son’.

“Who wears the trousers in your family?” It means who is the head in your family. You
might affectionately talk about your bro, your sis or your folks (parents)/

If you want to get more technical, you can discuss the benefits of the nuclear family, a
small family, just parents and children living in the same house. If grandparents or other relatives
live there too, then you have an extended family. In English we talk about the average nuclear
family with the phrase 2.4 children.



Then there are idioms for those who family (or flown the nest) and gone on to have a life
of their own. You can’t teach your grandmother to suck eggs. It means you can’t tell your elders
anything they don’t know already. Now here’s a really strange idiom. A Londoner is telling
someone how to get a new passport. “Get four pictures taken, pick up a form in the post office,
hand it in with your old passport and... Bob’s your uncle”. It means “the problem is solved”. But
I’d like to know who the original bob was, and why he was such a useful uncle to have.
